	Remarks:

The daily CPS eligibility file and the monthly CPS eligibility reconciliation files are submitted in the same format and processed by the same programs in the MMIS.  On the night when the monthly  CPS eligibility reconciliation file is processed, it will run immediately prior to the daily CPS eligibility file.  This interface will accept a CPS specific eligibility record, apply basic editing, and reformat the record into the ‘common interface format’, which is used for the two remaining legacy eligibility interfaces – CPS and CMS.  A single eligibility update program, NMMB1030, handles transactions in the common interface format.  
The State requested that certain errors encountered in the client eligibility update processing should not be printed on the update error reports (NMMB1050-RB070 and NMMB1050-RB075) but should just be written out to a file. This was requested because at the time the volume of “bypass” errors was inflating the size of the update error reports.  The file is in the format of the RSERROR copybook.  The following errors are written to the Bypass Error file:

· Error 306 - INVALID CLOSURE TRANSACTION - UNABLE TO FIND OPEN ELIG

· Error 400 - ELIGIBILITY SEGMENT BYPASSED - COMPARABLE ELIG ON FILE

· Error 501 - LIABILITY SEGMENT BYPASSED - SEGMENT ALREADY COVERED

The Information Systems Bureau (ISB) of the Administrative Services Division (ASD) of the Human Services Department (HSD) receives the BENDEX interface from the Social Security Administration.  ISB runs the BENDEX interface and forwards a file to the MMIS Client Subsystem to update the MMIS client database.

Process Summary



	The RS-O-36-1 Medical Management Closure report is being discontinued.

BENDEX is processed by program NMMB2200. The BENDEX file has 3 key elements within the BENDEX Record used by NMMB2200.

      First is the client identification information. This consists of the HICN(Medicare ID) and/or SSN, name and dob. 


Second is a Part A begin and end date which on the Bendex record are the HOS-Entitle and HOS-Term dates.      

      Lastly is a Part B begin and end date which on the Bendex record are the SMI-ENTITLE and SMI-TERM dates.

When NMMB2200 reads in a record it first goes through normal validations. Logical date spans, valid HICN and/or SSN, and duplicated records are all checked for. If the record fails any of these NMMB2200 rejects the record and moves on to the next record. 

NMMB2200 then tries to find the client in Omnicaid.  If the client is not found, the record is rejected and NMMB2200 goes on to the next record.  To find a client,  it first searches by HICN. If it finds the client using HICN, it then validates the name/dob to verify the client is the same as on the input transaction. The date of birth must match exactly.  The first letter of the first name must match.  The first five characters of the last name must match, or the surname must pass the Russell Surname test.  If the name/dob validation fails, the record is rejected and the next record is read. (See client sysdoc exhibits for more details about the Russell Surname test.)

If the client is not found using HICN, then  it tries again using SSN.  In the event that the client is found using SSN, NMMB2200 does name/dob validation to verify that the client is the same as the client in the input transaction.  If the name/dob validation fails, the record is rejected and the next record is read.  If it passed the name/dob validation, the program then checks to see if and when the last time the Medicare ID was updated and by what source.  To do this, it checks a field on the client detail table, B-HCFA-HIC-NUM-CD.  If it is found that the client has not been updated before or if the last update occurred as a result of a Bendex update, then the client’s Medicare ID is updated using the incoming Bendex HICN. If the Medicare ID was updated by Buyin or online then NMMB2200 rejects the transaction and immediately goes on to the next Bendex record without updating the Medicare ID on the client detail table.  In other words, if there is a valid Medicare ID for a client that was added either through the Buyin process or through online, it won’t be overlaid by Bendex.   One last point regarding HICN update The  Medicare ID update logic just discussed is independent of  the Medicare date span validation and therefore if it is found that the client’s HICN needs to be updated, this update takes place whether the client’s Medicare spans are subsequently changed or not.  

Once the Medicare ID update logic is completed, if the record has been rejected, then program NMMB2200  moves on to Medicare span validation.  The incoming record will either have a Part A span, a Part B span, or both.  

If the Bendex record has a valid and logical Part A span, NMMB2200 then compares it to the most recent Part A span in Omnicaid and updates or inserts as follows:

If no Part A span exists in Omnicaid, then a new Part A span is inserted using the incoming Bendex record HOS-ENTITLE(begin date) and HOS-TERM(end-date). 

If a span exists then the following rules are followed:

      Rule 1. If the Bendex record begin date is less than the existing Part A span begin date, then the existing Part A span is updated. The begin and end dates are     replaced by the HOS-ENTITLE and HOS-TERM dates respectively. 


Rule 2. If Rule 1 does not apply and the bendex record begin date is greater than the existing Part A span end date, then a new Part A span is inserted using the incoming Bendex record HOS-ENTITLE(begin date) and HOS-TERM(end-date).


Rule 3. If neither Rule 1 or Rule 2 apply and the bendex record end date is greater than the existing Part A begin date, then the existing Part A span is updated. The end date is replaced by the HOS-TERM date. 

NMMB2200 repeats the process for Part B spans but uses SMI-ENTITLE and SMI-TERM dates from the Bendex record.

If the Bendex record has a valid and logical Part B span, NMMB2200 then compares it to the most recent Part B span in Omnicaid and updates or inserts as follows:

If no Part B span exists in Omnicaid, then a new Part B span is inserted using the incoming Bendex record SMI-ENTITLE(begin date) and SMIS-TERM(end-date). 

If a span exists then the following rules are followed:

      Rule 1. If the Bendex record begin date is less than the existing Part B span begin date, then the existing Part B span is updated. The begin and end dates are replaced by the SMI-ENTITLE and SMIS-TERM dates respectively. 


Rule 2. If Rule 1 does not apply and the bendex record begin date is greater than the existing Part B span end date, then a new Part B span is inserted using the incoming Bendex record SMI-ENTITLE(begin date) and SMI-TERM(end-date).


Rule 3. If neither Rule 1 or Rule 2 apply and the bendex record end date is greater than the existing Part B begin date, then the existing Part B span is updated. The end date is replaced by the SMI-TERM date. 

Essentially, Bendex is adding a new Part A and/or Part B span in the event none exists or the new span is more recent and not contiguous to and/or overlapping of the current span. 

If the new span overlaps the existing span, the existing span is updated according to 2 rules. If the new span begin date is less than the existing begin date then essentially the existing span is replaced with the new span. Otherwise the existing span is updated by keeping the begin date but replacing the end date only. 

The following change was added to NMMB2200 as per plog7303.

Change sections S410(Part B span evaluation) and S430(Part A span evaluation) in program NMMB2200 to first evaluate the most recent existing span and the most recent incoming bendex span. The spans will be compared and reconciled in the following ways:

If incoming bendex span end date is less than the existing spans end date then no action will take place.

If incoming bendex span end date is greater than the existing spans end date and the incoming spans begin date begins before the existing spans end date, then the existing spans end date will be updated with the incoming bendex span end date. In this case an overlap exists and so the existing span is simply being extended. 

If incoming bendex span end date is greater than the existing spans end date and the incoming spans begin date begins after the existing spans end date, then the incoming bendex date will be inserted. The clients most recent span will then be the new bendex span. In this scenario there is no overlap but rather 2 distinct spans.  This is the scenario that caused the problem described in the email above.    

If there is no existing span, the incoming bendex span will simply be inserted. 

Essentially, there will only be 1 of 2 key actions. 

If the incoming span overlaps the existing span in such a way that the incoming end date is greater than the existing spans end date, then the end date will be updated to the date of the incoming span. 

If no span exists or if the new incoming span begins after the most recent existing span ends, then the new incoming span will be inserted. 

Note that Medicare Part A/B spans can also be added by the CMS MMA interface.  In regards to that, there are several points to keep in mind:

1. MMA records do not come in with a HIC number, so when we have Medicare segments from MMA these clients don't get their HIC updated.

2. When we eventually get the Bendex update for an MMA-added client, we will add the HIC number from Bendex..

3. Bendex will also update the Part A and Part B segments added by MMA if appropriate based on the rules documented above.

If the name and DOB data don’t match the input transaction, then the transaction is rejected and an appropriate error message is printed on the error report.
If the client cannot be found using the HICN, then the system attempts to locate the client using the SSN field BDX-SOC-SEC-XREF on the incoming transaction.  If the system finds a match on SSN, and the date of birth, the first five characters of the client’s last name, and the first character of the client’s first name all match the data on the input transaction, then the client is considered to be a match, and the client’s Medicare ID on the client detail table will be updated with the HICN number on the input transaction and the processing of the input transaction to update the client’s medicare span data continues.

4. Once a client is found on the MMIS that matches the input transaction, the system checks the client’s Medicare span with the most recent end date.  If that span was updated as a result of the Medicare Buyin process, then the input transaction is rejected with an appropriate error message.

The Information Systems Bureau (ISB) of the Administrative Services Division (ASD) of the Human Services Department (HSD) handles buy-in processing (beginning and ending the buy-in and paying Medicare premiums to SSA) and forwards a client buy-in file to the MMIS Client Subsystem to update the MMIS client database.  This file is used to update the Client Medicare Span Table.

If the client cannot be found using the HICN, then the system attempts to locate the client using the SSN field BUYIN-RECIP-ID on the incoming transaction.  If the system finds a client based on SSN, then it performs the same name/DOB matching logic detailed above to verify the client.

A check is made to the Client Auxiliary Data table (BAUXDTTB) to see if a card has already been sent before a request is generated. If a Client is eligible for Medicaid and has not had a notice already sent, a request is generated.  As of October 21, 2009, if a client doesn’t have a current coe that is swipe card enabled (by virtue of the swipe card issuance indicator field on the COE edit table (BCOEEDTB) a swipe card will not be produced. 

Using the privacy notice extract file, the swipe card vendor creates a  customized transmittal letter (notice) that is sent to the client along with the privacy notice. Medicare eligibility means the client has a Medicare Part A or B span within the past thirty-six months.  So if the MMA file is run in April of any year, eligibility would go back as far as May of 3 years prior. EG if file ran in April of 09, eligibility extract goes back to May of 06.

Notes from the CMS Data Dictionary: 

One output extract record is written per client for the report month of eligibility.  This file will include one record for each actively enrolled dual eligible for the current reporting month.  Each month’s submittal is a complete monthly dual eligible enrollment file; i.e., NOT a file including only file accretions and deletions.   Additionally, the file will include a full person-month record to report information on changes in the circumstances for individuals that were effective in a prior month.  These records are referred to as “retroactive” records and will be identified in the monthly file by the effective month and year to which the retroactive record data are to be applied.  Illustrative examples of possible situations that would lead to retroactive changes include:

1. An individual not previously reported who was determined by the state to be retroactively eligible thirty-six months prior to the reporting month,

2. An individual having a change in institutional status thirty-six months prior to the reporting month, but for whom the state was not aware of the change until the reporting month.

3. An individual who was previously reported eligible who is deceased or ineligible for another reason.

In each of these cases, the state file will include a complete person-month record for that individual for the current month, and a second (or more, as needed) record providing a replacement record for the effective month and year of the change.  For example, in the April 2006 reporting month file due by April 30, a dual eligible that became retroactively eligible in January 2006 would have to have a full, complete record for each month of eligibility through the reporting month i.e., 4 records (January-April 2006).  Since this is a replacement record, the record will include data in all required fields; not just those fields that have changed. A person who was reported eligible for March but was discovered in April to be deceased during the full month of March would have a change record for March showing an eligibility status of ineligible (coded value of “N”) for the March enrollment month.      

The interface accomplishes this by generating separate extract records for the current reporting month and the thirty-six prior months. As per project 271515, clients are to be reported retroactively up to 36 months and not preceding 01/01/06.   It then compares this file to the file generated the previous month and drops any duplicate records.

CMS will compare the client extract XEROX sends them with their own database for accuracy.  Any inconsistencies will be reported back to the State in the form of a response file, which is then sent from the State to XEROX via Connect: Direct.

Span-Comparison

Several assumptions:

· The spans in the BMCARDTB don’t overlap.

· The spans in the incoming table from the CMS input record logically should not overlap, if they do, we will error off the span.

· The CMS span data rules.  That is, whatever they send is what we should have, even if a user entered a part D span online.  The thinking is that CMS is the ultimate keeper of this data, we should not be adding any spans that are not on their database.

The assumption here is that whatever CMS sends is what should be on our table, with the caveat that CMS has a limit of 10 spans.  Subject to that limitation, CMS is sending a complete history of the client’s Part D data, so we should just replace our data with theirs.  For performance reasons, however, we don’t want to oversimplify and delete a span on our table and replace it with the exact same span.  

First, determine if we have a complete Part D history from CMS by checking to see if the 10th span on the input record is spaces.  If it is, it means that the client has less than 10 spans, so we have a complete history.  If there is data in the 10th span, then it means that the client possibly has more history that CMS can’t send, so we need to keep any part D spans on our table that are older than the begin date of that 10th span.  If we have a span that overlaps that begin date, then just keep the portion of our span up to the begin date of the 10th span.

First, check to see if the 10th span has data, then perform logic to compare spans and delete overlapping spans.  If there is an exact match between the input span and the span on the table, then keep the span on the table.  The span must match on Begin/End dates, Contract ID, and Plan ID.  If there is not an exact match, the span on the table is deleted and replaced with data from the Input Span.  Any table spans that partially overlap the dates on an input span will be deleted and replaced by data from the input span.
Span-Comparison Part A/B

Several assumptions:

· The spans in the BMCARETB don’t overlap.

· The spans in the incoming table from the CMS input record logically should not overlap, if they do, we will error off the span.

· The CMS span data rules.  That is, whatever they send is what we should have, even if a user entered a part A/B span online.  The thinking is that CMS is the ultimate keeper of this data, we should not be adding any spans that are not on their database.

The assumption here is that whatever CMS sends is what should be on our table, with the caveat that CMS has a limit of 5 Part A and 5 Part B spans.  Subject to that limitation, CMS is sending a complete history of the client’s Part A/B data, so we should just replace our data with theirs. First, determine if we have a complete Part A/B history from CMS by checking to see if the 5th span on the input record is spaces.  If it is, it means that the client has less than 5 spans, so we have a complete history.  If there is data in the 5h span, then it means that the client possibly has more history that CMS can’t send, so we need to keep any Part A/B spans on our table that are older than the begin date of that 5th span.  If we have a span that overlaps that begin date, then just keep the portion of our span up to the begin date of the 5th span.

First, check to see if the 5th span has data, then perform logic to compare spans and delete overlapping spans.  If there is an exact match between the input span and the span on the table, then keep the span on the table.  The span must match on Begin/End dates.  If there is not an exact match, the span on the table is deleted and replaced with data from the Input Span.  Any table spans that partially overlap the dates on an input span will be deleted and replaced by data from the input span.
NMMB7011 was inadvertently causing Part A and Part B overlaps. Plog8078 solved this.  Code was added to insure the following takes place in regards to response file spans. The program sorts the input file spans into descending order from most recent span to oldest span. It then selects each of the client’s existing spans and compares them to the input file spans and processes as follows:

If input span begin date is greater than the  most recent existing span’s end date, the input date is added and the next input file span is processed. If the input span overlaps any part of any of the client’s existing spans, all spans that are overlapped are deleted and the new input file span is inserted.  If the input file span end date is less than the oldest existing span begin date, the input file span is inserted and then the next input span is evaluated. 

In simplest terms, spans on the response file are compared to all of the clients existing spans. If an overlap exists, then the existing spans that are overlapped are deleted and the new span from the response file is inserted. If no overlaps exists, then the span from the response file is inserted.  If the span from the response file is exactly the same as an existing span, no action is taken.

The only report produced by this program is a process summary. However an ERF (Eligibility Response File) is received from the COBC as a response to the eligibility file transmission. . These transmissions are accomplished via Gentran using MoveIT Central tasks.



	Remarks:  

**Please note that the official COBA User’s guide contains the complete specifications regarding the eligibility file.

According to COBA, “The trading partner or the trading partner’s contractor will transfer Eligibility Files to the COBC based on the terms defined within its COBA for all Medicare beneficiaries for whom it provides supplemental insurance coverage”.  This interface complies with these instructions by reporting all Medicaid eligible clients who also have Medicare coverage.  The interface determines whether a client has Medicaid coverage by checking the Client COE Span table for any non-voided span of eligibility.  There are no date restrictions.  Similarly, the interface determines Medicare coverage by checking the Client Medicare Span table for any Part A or Part B span of coverage.  Again, there are no date restrictions.  The thinking is that if a client was ever covered by Medicare, then the client’s entire Medicaid eligibility history should be sent to COBC, since historical crossover claims are not uncommon.

This file is not a full file replacement, instead it reports updates to client eligibility.  This file contains Add, Update, and Delete transactions, based on a comparison to what COBA should have on file for New Mexico from the prior month.  The interface process first runs an eligibility extract program, NMMB7006, which creates extract records for clients who have Medicaid eligibility, and either Part A or Part B Medicare eligibility.  The eligibility does not have to be current to be extracted, we report historical as well as current spans.  A separate extract record is created for each span of Medicaid eligibility.  This file is then processed by a compare program, NMMB7007, which compares the current eligibility extract to the corresponding prior month file which contains what COBA should have on file for New Mexico.  It is at this point that the Add, Update, Delete designation is determined.  If nothing changed for the client during the month, then no records are sent to COBC for that client. All ‘Add’, ‘Change’, and non ‘Delete’ records are written to the Prior Month file which will become the input file for the next monthly run once updated as follows.  When the Eligibility Response File (ERF) is received back from COBA it is processed by NMMB7008 to produce an error report of the records rejected by the COBA processor at CMS.  These rejected records are written to a file to be applied to the Prior Month file that was created by NMMB7007 and is a copy of all records COBA should have on file.  Next program NMMB7009 takes the rejected record file from NMMB7008 and removes those records from the Prior Month file from NMMB7007 and creates the Prior Month file that will become the input file for the next run of NMMB7007.  This process will cause NMMB7007 to generate new update records this run for the records that were rejected in the last run with the latest data available for the client.  This process will keep us in sync with what COBA has on file for New Mexico.

· When a client’s span exists on the current month's file, but not on last month's file, a separate extract record is created for that span from the current month, with COB-UPDATE-IND set to an 'A'.  

· If a client exists on both files then the span dates are compared for each of the span records.  If the client has a span record on the prior months file with a span begin date that does not match any of his record on the current file a separate extract record is created for that span from the prior months file with COB-UPDATE-IND set to a ‘D’.  If the client has a span record on the current file with a span begin date that does not match any of his record on the prior months file a separate extract record is created for that span from the current file with COB-UPDATE-IND set to a ‘A’.  If the client has a span record on the prior months file with a span begin date that matches one of his record on the current file then the span end dates are compared and if they match on records are generated, if they do not match then a separate extract record is created for that span from the current file with COB-UPDATE-IND set to a ‘C’.

· Add and Change records are also written to the prior months’ file to be used in the next monthly process.

· When the response file is received from the COBC processor the prior month’s file is updated based on the disposition of the records sent in that month’s eligibility file.  This process keeps the prior month’s file in agreement with the records that the COBC processor has on file for New Mexico.

Occasionally, HMS also sends an update Date of Death (DOD) file of clients who are deceased. These are not cumulative files.  The files  are used by New Mexico MMIS to update a client’s date of death on the Client Detail table to prevent capitations from being generated and claims from being paid on deceased individuals. Vital Statistics submits the DOD file on the 15th of the month unless the 15th falls on a non-working day in which case the file will be submitted the next business day.  The file from HMS is concatenated along with the file from the Office of Vital Statistics and both are run in the same batch process.

	Description: 

Periodically, a spreadsheet will be created by the State which will drive a batch merge process. This spreadsheet will be created when duplicate clients are found in OMNICAID and there are too many to manually process.  The batch merge process will include the following  functionality:
· Transfer of the claims data for the merge client to the target client, using the same process as the user-requested client claim transfer function available online
· Transfer of client data from the merge client to the target client, using the same process as the online client merge by calling the same merge process subroutine. 
· Inclusion of the batch merge activity on the weekly RB860 - Capitation merged client lock-in overlap report and RB870 - Merged clients report
· Inclusion of the batch merge activity in the weekly client Data Warehouse update
· Inclusion of the batch merge activity in the daily merge file to PDCS
· Creation of a batch merge output lockin overlap file (RB880) which will include all of the lockin spans from the merged client that did not get copied to the target client.  The State will use this file to check for possible recoupments of capitation claims.
This process will create client claims transfer request records, and then execute the batch client claims transfer program to move the claims.  It will next execute a batch version of the client merge program, which will transfer the client data from the client to be merged to the target client.

There are numerous parts to the batch client merge process, all executed in a single on-request batch job, NMBR8005:

· Client Merge Setup

· Client Claims Transfer

· Client Data Merge

Each of these parts are discussed in more detail below.

Client Merge Setup
This part of the process accepts and edits the data from the client supplied spreadsheet, which must be downloaded from the mainframe.  See file layout below for NEWM.PROD.B8005SB.MERGE.  The merge client and target client system ids are validated against the client detail table.  If either is not found the merge record is rejected.  If the merge client has any claims in the process of being adjusted (C_CREDIT_CD = I), then the merge record is rejected.  If the record is not rejected, then client formatted print request records are written to the client unmerge request table for both the merge and the target system id, and client claims transfer request records are written for all claims for the merge system id, requesting transfer to the target system id.
Client Claims Transfer
The client claims transfer rows written to an output file in the client merge setup step are input to the client claims transfer program and processed.  The RB840 - Client Claims Transfer Audit Report is produced listing all the claims that were transferred from one client to another.  The RB850 - Client Claims Transfer Error Report is also produced, listing any errors in the claims transfer process.  

In addition, an extract file is produced to send to PDCS so they can update their claims history tables to reflect the transfer of any drug claims.  This job creates a +1 generation of NEWM.PROD.B8050SD.DATA.PDCSXTR, which is included in the file created for PDCS in the regular nightly client claims transfer job NMBD8050.

Finally, an extract file is produced to send to the DW team so they can update their claims history tables to reflect the transfer of any claims history records.  This job creates a +1 generation of NEWM.PROD.B8050SB.DATA.UPDTPDSS, which is included in the DW extract job NMJWCL12.
Client Data Merge
Client data is spread out over numerous different client tables.  The following lists all of the tables affected by the client merge process.

COE Spans 

Compare the merge client’s COE spans to the target client’s COE spans.  Fill in any gaps where the from client has date coverage and the target client does not.  The spans, or portion of the spans that do overlap the target client should be copied over to the target, but voided.

Lockin Spans

There are certain lockins that are allowed to overlap, and there are some that are not allowed to overlap.  We decided that the only way we could copy lockin data over without violating the complex lockin overlap rules was to copy over lockin spans only if the target client does not have any lockin spans for a given time period.  This program compares all of the merged client’s lockin spans to the target client’s lockin spans, and for any time period on the target client that is not covered by a lockin span, and there is lockin coverage on the merge client, then copy that span or portion of that span over to cover the gap. In all cases, the paragraph S410-000-WRITE-DETAIL-EXTR is used to format and write the detail extract records.
The processing consists of the following:

1. Process the input file for Day 0 clients

a. Ignore header and trailer records

b. Accept only demographic or eligibility records.

c. Ignore any records with a blank ASPEN id.

	Description:

The purpose of this interface is to add retroactive eligibility to SDX clients for the period of time prior to the client’s conversion to ASPEN, no earlier than three years since that conversion.  No eligibility spans with an ASPEN source will be affected by this interface.  The interface will add retroactive spans for periods of eligibility that don’t exist  in Omnicaid.  The incoming span will be parsed so that only missing periods will be added, with a couple of exceptions:

· The incoming spans will be added and allowed to overlap existing spans with the following COEs: 029, 007, 035, 041, 042, 044, 045

· The incoming spans will also void or split any existing retroactive SCI spans that are overlapped by the incoming SDX span.  SCI spans are COEs 062, 063, 064

This interface will be run monthly when Omnicaid receives an SDX (State Data Exchange) monthly eligibility reconciliation file. 

  This process uses the current client processing cycle date to determine the retroactive eligibility span begin date. The retroactive eligibility date is defined as the first day of the month of the current client processing cycle minus three years. That is, if the client processing cycle date is 2013-07-22, the retroactive eligibility begin date will be computed as being 2010-07-01. The retroactive period end date will be no later than the earliest ASPEN eligibility span on the system for the client.  That is, retroactive spans added during this process will be modified to have an end date no later than the earliest ASPEN eligibility begin date, minus one day.

The need for this interface is based on a limitation that ASPEN has concerning clients converted from ISD2/SDX.   ASPEN will not allow retroactive changes for converted clients.  Changes will only be back to the date on which the client was converted.  The State determined that only SDX had enough retroactive eligibility changes to require a systems solution.  Retroactive spans prior to conversion for ISD2 will be handled manually due to low volume.

	Remarks:

The SDX monthly reconciliation file has a hashing total added to it. This total is found on the last record of the file. It is located in position 176 for 15 characters. It is computed by the summation of the residence zip code values found at position 306 for 5 characters, divided by the summation of the category of eligibility code values found at position 574 for 3 characters. Job NMBMSDXH was created to reconcile this total to insure its accuracy.
This interface  is necessary  because the Deloitte ASPEN system cannot  apply eligibility spans to their system prior to the client’s rollout date to ASPEN. For ISD2 clients this is not a big issue because the amount of retroactive spans are low, and the State can add this data online into Omnicaid, but for SDX there is a sizable number of retroactive eligibility  spans that may need to be applied. Therefore, until the retroactive time period limitation of three years has been exceeded, we will need this program to add retroactive SDX eligibility in Omnicaid. Only clients that have been converted to ASPEN are affected by this interface.  

The daily eligibility files and the monthly reconciliation files are submitted in the same format and processed by the same programs in the MMIS.  This format is referred to as the common interface format.  
This interface can be terminated three years after the final ASPEN rollout which occurred on  3/1/2014.

This process produces an audit trail file for reference or research purposes. It is in file NEWM.PROD.B3140SB.DATA.AUDIT on the mainframe. All clients on the input file that are under ASPEN are listed on the audit trail with one of the following messages:

NOT PROCESSED - COE SPAN EXISTS 

Notes that the client already has eligibility to cover all of the retroactive eligibility on the SDX monthly reconciliation file.  No updates were performed for this client.

NO OVERLAP ASPEN COE FOUND 

A matching client with an ASPEN MCI ID was found for the input record, but no ASPEN eligibility spans were found.  The update was bypassed for this client.  Normally, this should not happen.  The only way it would happen is if the client was updated to be under ASPEN, but then the ASPEN COE spans were voided.

NOT PROCESSED - SDX SPAN OVERLAP
The eligibility span on the input record begins on or after the earliest COE span from ASPEN.  No updates were performed for this client.

· Get the current processing date for the client subsystem and format the SDX retro eligibility begin date.   

· For each record read:

· Find the client in Omnicaid  using the RS-ELIG-INTFC-IDENTIFIER-O If the client has not been converted to ASPEN, as noted by spaces in the B-ASPEN-MCI-ID , then bypass the client 
·  Find the earliest non-voided  COE span created by the ASPEN interface ( G-AUD-ADD-USER-ID is 'ASPND' or  'ASPNX')
· If no ASPEN span is found, create error entry in the processing log and read the next record.

· If an ASPEN span is found determine the begin and end dates to use for the SDX eligibility span, as follows:

·  If the RS-MEDICAID-ELIG-BEGIN-DATE-O is less than cycle date minus three years, , set the RS-MEDICAID-ELIG-BEGIN-DATE-O to the cyle date minus three years.
· If the RS-MEDICAID-ELIG-END-DATE-O is zero (open-ended), set it to the earliest ASPEN coe span begin date minus 1 day. Otherwise if the earliest ASPEN coe span begin date minus 1 day is less than the RS-MEDICAID-ELIG-END-DATE-O, use the  earliest ASPEN coe span begin date minus 1 day as the end date.  This is being done because we don’t want to affect any of the ASPEN elibility spans for the client.
· Look at  all non-voided COE spans that overlap the computed SDX begin and end dates.  Do not consider any COE spans with a B-COE-CD of '007', '029', '035', '041', '042', '044', or '045' since the incoming SDX span can overlap those COE spans.
· If there are no overlaps, insert a new COE span using the data from the input record, with the revised begin/end dates.  
· Evaluate all of the  overlapped spans.  If the existing overlapped COE code is  '062', '063', or '064' (SCI span) then void the portion of the SCI span that overlaps the SDX eligibility and insert the SDX eligibility.  If the overlapping COE code is not SCI, then insert the eligibiltiy span(s) from the SDX span for any periods that don’t overlap an existing period.  This may mean that the incoming span must be parsed into several pieces before inserting, depending on the time periods that are involved with all of the existing overlapped COEs.

The Client Subsystem supports updates regarding Title XVIII (Medicare) entitlement.  The buy-in interface, which is exempt from HIPAA regulations, provides a month-to-month automated exchange of data among the New Mexico Medicaid, the Centers for Medicaid and Medicare Services (CMS, formerly HCFA), and the Social Security Administration (SSA).  CMS maintains a master file of all individuals who are or were on buy-in.  Data concerning buy-in eligibility is sent to CMS by the states and by SSA, which maintains the Master Beneficiary Record (MBR) and the Supplementary Security Income Record (SSIR).  Each month, CMS updates the buy-in master file with accretion, deletion, and change records that have accumulated since the last update. Monthly, the Omnicaid Client Subsystem receives separate response files for Medicare Part A and Part B from CMS. These files:
· Contain the results of the buyin process by which the State purchases Medicare Part A, Part B, or both for Medicaid members who are entitled to the buyin.

· Notify the state of accepted and/or rejected accretions/deletions.

· Are used to update a Client’s Medicare buyin information and/or Medicare HICN, where appropriate. 

 The State’s eligibility system, ASPEN, is responsible for the communication back and forth with CMS concerning Medicaid clients who are eligible for Buy-in, and all the premium information associated with that process.  Once a month, Aspen forwards the CMS transactions that show Buy-in eligibility update activity for NM Medicaid clients to Omnicaid, which uses those transactions to update the client’s Medicare Part A / B eligibility spans.  These files are sometimes referred to as response files.

This process reads the input files that contains client Medicare buy-in information and edits the input for validity and consistency.  If the input is valid, the client SSN on the input record is used to access the client detail table to verify that the client is on the database.  Based on eligibility segments and buy-in information currently on the table for the client, the program updates an existing span or adds a new span to the B_MCARE_SPN_TB. Separate files are processed for Part A and Part B. The layout of the input files is identical. However, the state codes for New Mexico are different for Part A and Part B. The initial processing of the Part A file rejects any non-Part A records (those which have a state code of other than “S32”).  The initial processing of the Part B file rejects any non-Part B records (those which have a state code of other than “320”).  Adding these conditions to the initial sort eliminates the need for edit and error logic. The files consist of a fixed (common) part followed by different records types and information specific to the record type. Certain record types, if received, will not be processed. These are record types A, D, and F, as well as any record type with a transaction code of “99  ”.

6. All inserts and updates to the B_MCARE_SPN_TB start with the determination if a span exists for the client. Once it is determined if a span exists, the determination is made whether or not the span is open or closed. Inserts or updates are done based upon the transaction type. The logic is detailed as follows: 

· If no client span exists:

· If the transaction type is a CLOSURE or CLOSURE MODIFY, an error is generated “NO SPAN FOUND FOR CLOSE“and the transaction is bypassed.

· If the transaction type is “16”, do the update and create a report entry for report RB206. (For Part B, a report entry for report RB203 is created.)

· If the transaction type is “17”, do an update (see Updated Columns below)   

· If the transaction is an ACCRETE MODIFY, do an update (see Updated Columns below). For Part B, if the G-AUD-USER-ID of the B_MCARE_SPN_TB is not “BENDX”, then the transaction begin date is moved to the buyin span begin date.

· If the transaction is a CLOSURE MODIFY:

· If the transaction begin date is greater than the span buyin begin date

· If the transaction is not “4216”, update the span 

· Else move the transaction end date to the buyin span end date and update all open spans with the new span end date

· Else create an error “TRAN DATE > BEG DATE-CLOSURE”

· Any other type (other than HICN change) will result in an error “TRANS NOT PROCESSED”.

· If a client span is found, and the span is closed:
· If the transaction type is ACCRETE ONGOING or FUTURE ENTITLEMENT, add a new buyin span.

· If the transaction type is CLOSURE and the transaction is “14”, “15”, “16”, create error “NO OPEN SPAN FOR CLOSURE”

· If the transaction type is CLOSURE and the transaction is “17”, update the closed span with new end date

· If the transaction type is ACCRETE MODIFY and Part A is being processed:

· If the transaction end date is less than the buyin span end date, set the buyin span end date to 9999-12-31 and update

· Else move the transaction begin date to the buyin span begin date, move 9999-12-31 to the buyin span end date and update

· If the transaction type is ACCRETE MODIFY and Part B is being processed:

· If the transaction end date is less than the buyin end date

· If the G-AUD-USER-ID of the DCLB-MCARE-SPN-TB is “BENDX”, update the buyin span

· Else move 999-12-31 to the B-BUYIN-SPN-END-DT and update.

· Else move the transaction begin date to the buyin span begin date, move 9999-12-31 to the buyin span end date, and add another span


· If the transaction type is CLOSURE MODIFY,  

· If the transaction begin date is less than the buyin span begin date:

· If the transaction is “4215”,  update any open buyin spans by setting the buyin span end date to the transaction end date

· Else update the span (see Updated Columns below)

· Else create error “TRAN DATE > BEG DATE-CLOSURE”

· If the transaction type is anything else (other than HICN change) do nothing.
7. HICN number change transactions (any “23xx” transaction, will not cause any changes to the B_MCARE_SPN_TB table. Instead, the following items are done:

· An entry is added to the B-PREV-MCARE-ID-TB. This will contain the existing B-MCARE-ID from the client’s B_DETAIL_TB row, the system id of  the client, and “BUYIN” as the G_AUD_ADD_USER_ID.

· The B_DETAIL_TB will have the B_MCARE_ID updated with the BUYIN-C-NEW-CLAIM-NO from the transaction file.

· The B-HCFA-HIC-NUM-CD in the B_DETAIL_TB will be set to “2” (WV-B5777-C-BUY-IN). 

· A report entry is created for report RB208.

8. The data from the “E” record id is used to create the reports RB251 (for Part A) and RB252 (for Part B). This data will not update any data on the client’s BDTAILTB information, but will be used only for listing the data from the SSA and the current information from the BDTAILTB. It will be up to the State’s discretion if they wish to update the BDTAILTB data.

ASPEN ELIGIBILITY FILE INTERFACE

	Description:

In July of 2013, the State of New Mexico  implemented a new client eligibility system known as the Automated System Program and Eligibility Network (ASPEN). ASPEN will replaced the 25 year old ISD2 eligibility system and determines eligibility, benefit delivery and case management in support of New Mexico Human Services Department public assistance programs.  The system was implemented in phased roll-outs beginning July, 2013 and ending March, 2014. ASPEN  includes all of the former Income Support Division (ISD2) and State Data Exchange (SDX) clients but CMS and CPS clients are not included under ASPEN, so the legacy interfaces for those clients are still being maintained. 

ASPEN client eligibility and demographic information will be sent to Omnicaid in a daily file (Monday – Saturday)  to be updated in Omnicaid accordingly. Aspen will not utilize “add” or “update” transactions but will simply perform update actions based on the type of information received (by record type). 

This interface will not update the following COE spans:

· COE Spans added by CMS/CPS/Online (COEs 006, 007, 014, 017, 037, 046, 047, 060, 066 and 086)

· Other spans not added by ASPEN - Presumptive Eligibility - Fed Match 3 (COEs 035, 052, 054, 071, 100, 200, 300, 301, 400, 401, 402, 403, 420 and 421) and  General Assistance (COEs 005, 009)
Once a month, a full ASPEN reconciliation file will be sent to Omnicaid to insure that clients that do not have current eligibility in ASPEN will be terminated.  The ASPEN Reconciliation file is in the same format as the daily, except no demographic records will be sent – only eligibility records. The ASPEN Reconciliation file will be processed through the ASPEN validation and edit programs but will not be used to update Omnicaid eligibility.

The ASPEN Reconciliation file will contain eligibility spans for all actively enrolled ASPEN clients. The original intent was to  terminate the eligibility of ASPEN clients in Omnicaid that have lost eligibility in ASPEN, but the State decided to review clients prior to termination.   Therefore the ASPEN reconciliation process will simply report differences between the ASPEN eligibility file and the open eligibility spans on Omnicaid.

	Remarks:

The daily ASPEN eligibility files and the monthly reconciliation files are submitted in the same format and processed by the same programs in the MMIS.  Each file will contain:

Header Record

The header record will contain a record identifier (“HD”), a file name (“ASPENELIG”), an interface date and a sequence number. The interface date must be greater than the previous date sent (as stored on the RSCNTL file). The sequence number must also be greater than the previous control number sent. Multiple files can be sent on the same day, but the sequence number must be incremented. Invalid file information will result in an abending job requiring manual intervention. 

Detail Record (s)
Detail records will be of variable length and consist of two types: demographic and eligibility.  Demographic records will consist of client demographic data such as name, address, phone numbers etc. Eligibility records will consist of client eligibility span data. There will only be eligibility detail records in the ASPEN Reconciliation file and no updates will be performed  (other than possible span closures in the Reconciliation processing). New clients will require both a demographic and at least one eligibility record. For client updates, a demographic or eligibility (or both) record can be received. 

Trailer Record

A trailer record will be received at the end of each file. If there are multiple files, there should be multiple header and trailer records. The trailer record will contain a record indicator (“TR”) followed by a record count of all of the detail records sent from ASPEN. 

Assumption 1: Critical and non-critical errors will be combined into a single report.

Assumption 2: There will be an edit and an update program. If there is a critical error produced in the edit program, the WFB51050-OMNICAID-ERR-CD field will be populated with “Y” in the record written out for the update program. The edited file passed to the update program will be in the same format as the incoming record from ASPEN.

Daily Batch Update Cycle (high level functionality): 

· Backup all files received 
· Validate the ASPEN interface file(s) received: 
· validate interface date, source, and sequence number 

· remove header and trailer records

· reformat and write out incoming file to include interface date and sequence numbers on each record

· update RSCNTL file with date and sequence number of the current file
· Sort consolidated ASPEN interface records (by interface date, sequence number, MCI id, record id, COE, FM, eligibility begin date, eligibility end date )

· Edit the ASPEN interface file:

· Identify Omnicaid client to be updated, or determine that a new client is being added.  See exhibit  ASPEN Client Matching Logic for the detailed logic involved

· Update client  demographic and/or eligibility information in Omnicaid tables.  See exhibit  ASPEN Eligibility Span Update Logic for details about how the Omnicaid COE spans are updated

· Write out update records to audit report file

· Write out errors to error file. If a critical error is encountered, the client update is rejected.

· Produce Audit report
· Combine all errors produced into one file. Add a header and trailer record

· ZIP error file for ASPEN (to be put on DMZ server)
· ZIP / FTP Audit report to COLD

Reconciliation File
Assumption 1: Only eligibility records (“E”) will be sent from ASPEN. We will not process demographic record types.

Assumption 2: No new eligibility will be added to Omnicaid, but if client eligibility on the input file is not found in Omnicaid it will be reported. This means that for ASPEN we will only be doing the “reconciliation” processing and not an update as well, as we currently do in the existing monthly eligibility jobs.  Reconciliation closures will be reported in the existing report (NMMB1111-RB410).

Monthly Reconciliation Batch Cycle (high level functionality): 

· Backup all files received (should only receive one monthly file)
· Validate the ASPEN monthly interface file(s) received: 
· validate interface date, source, and sequence number

· If all of the transactions for a single ASPEN client have been read and there is open ASPEN eligibility in Omnicaid that is not represented in those transactions for that client, then close those open eligibility spans in Omnicaid and write out for reporting.  

· Create an output file in the format of the existing RSINTFCO file to be concatenated in with other legacy files for global reconciliation.

Notes:

1. There are three basic steps in the batch interface job – 1) file validation; 2) record / field editing; 3) data update. The file is first stripped of the header and trailer records after the file validation step.   The header record contains an interface date and a sequence number which is compared to the values of the previous cycle’s file as saved in the RSCNTL file (NEWM.PROD.B1000SZ.DATA.RSCNTL). Both fields must be greater than the previous run’s values. There can be multiple files processed in a day, but each file would have a header and a trailer record. If there are multiple files received on the same day,  the interface date could be the same but the sequence numbers should be incremented. 

2. We will receive 2 types of data records: demographic and eligibility. The demographic record will contain demographic data about the client that is not date dependent. Eligibility data will pertain to the client’s Medicaid eligibility and will be date dependent. New clients must have a demographic and at least one eligibility record. For existing clients, there can be a demo or an eligibility record (or both). Although key demographic fields (client name for example) are only updated from a “D” record, the fields are required on the “E” record as well for reporting.  A fundamental requirement is that ASPEN will send all eligibility spans going forward in time from the date updated date in ASPEN. This assumption is reflected in how the system handles span updates. 

3.  In addition to being part of the primary key for the BCOESPTB table, the COE span dates are also utilized to populate the begin and end dates of the  BLTCLITB, BMCPRFTB and BCOPAYTB tables as the information on these tables is also date dependent. Refer to exhibit Copay, Patient Liability and MC Preference Span Split Logic for  specific information on how spans are split during updates. 

4. For newborns, ASPEN will send a SSN if available, otherwise ASPEN will assign a pseudo SSN and will send it instead.  The pseudo SSN will be used to identify the client (using the client current id field)  if the client has not been interfaced into ASPEN (and would have an  assigned MCI  id).  We will first look for the client using the incoming MCI id. If not found, then the SSN (if  present) is tried. If not found by SSN, then the pseudo SSN is used (if present). If the client is not found by any means (MCI id, SSN or pseudo SSN)  then an attempt is made to find the client by demographic search (if there is an “E” record since we use the gender field). The client full last name, first four characters of the first name, date of birth and gender will be used. If a client is found by demographic search and there is an MCI or SSN assigned but is different, then critical error 34 will be generated.  If the SSN or MCI is not assigned and the client is found by demographic data, then  the assumption  is that the client is a new client.  If the client is not found by MCI id, but is found by SSN/pseudo SSN, then the assumption  is that the client has not yet been  interfaced into ASPEN. During the roll out phases, these clients are referred to as “Day 0” clients.
5. The date of death will be updated in Omnicaid unless this field has already been updated by Vital Statistics or the regional audit contractor (RAC). If the field is received from ASPEN but was already updated in Omnicaid by Vital Statistics / RAC an error will be produced for the staff to determine which date is correct and make any corrections manually.  
6. The residential address begin date is utilized in the span split logic for client addresses. Refer to  exhibit   Residential Address Span Split Logic for more information. 
7. See exhibit  ASPEN Client Matching Logic for the detailed logic involved in identifying the client in Omnicaid 

8. Void operations on a eligibility span will be performed when the incoming “E” record end date (WFB31051-MCAID-ELIG-END-DT) is less than the “E” record begin date (WFB31051-MCAID-ELIG-BEGIN-DT). If a void request is received for a new client being added, then the update will be rejected and a critical error (error 235) will be produced, since the system cannot process a void while adding a new client.

Any errors generated in the ASPEN daily and monthly eligibility interfaces will be written to a flat text file and sent back to ASPEN.  

With ASPEN the error reporting will change significantly from what was done for the legacy  interfaces.  Instead of identifying errors as State and Non-State and directing different error reports different directions, for ASPEN we will simply be directing any errors back to HSD as the source of the information to correct and Xerox would no longer be working an error report or correcting errors.
There are two types of errors generated: critical and non-critical. Critical errors result in no updates being applied and the entire client transaction skipped. Non critical errors are reported, but by themselves should not prevent other updates from being applied. 

Errors are generated in the edit and update logic. All errors are combined and sent as one file back to ASPEN via secure FTP. A list of error messages created can be found as an attachment in the Client subsystem of the sysdoc.

	Description:

The daily files from the MCOs are used to update the Client Detail, Health Home, Care Coordination, Auxiliary Data, Disability Type and Long Term Care (LTC) tables.  There are several distinct sections or types of data in the input file:   demographic data to identify the client, data to update the client detail table and auxiliary data, data to update the Care Coordination table, data to update the Health Home table, data to update the Disability Type table and data to update the Long Term Care span table.  Each of these sections of data used to update Omnicaid are subject to their own sets of validation edits, and data that in invalid in one section will not cause valid data to be ignored in another section.  For example, a client’s LTC span data may be updated even if the Care Coordination dates are rejected as being invalid.

In general, the input record data will take precedence over what is on Omnicaid. The date overlap logic for the Health Home, Care Coordination, Disability Type and LTC  tables  needs to take into consideration the fact that the incoming date span can possibly overlap zero to many existing spans on the existing date span table.  The overall goal is to apply all the incoming span to the Omnicaid table.  At a high level, the program looks at the incoming span and overlays any existing span data with overlapping date periods.  If the incoming span does not overlap any existing span, then the incoming span is simply added to Omnicaid. If the existing span overlaps the incoming span, but the begin date of the existing span is earlier than the incoming span, then it terminates the existing span one day prior to the incoming span.  If the incoming begin date matches an existing begin date, then it simply replaces the existing span with the incoming span.  If the existing span is open-ended, and the incoming span is not, it does not keep the ongoing portion of the existing span.  The assumption is that the MCO is terminating the open span.  If they want to keep an ongoing span they need to submit an ongoing span.   Existing spans will be voided in order to maintain a history of the span activity.

Since the incoming span could overlap multiple existing spans, the process will be iterative.  See the  Exhibits for further details on the date span processing   MCO to HSD Care Coordination / Health Home / LTC Span Date Overlap Logic. For the Disability Type data updates, the incoming date span should represent the current disability dates going forward. Therefore if we receive a retroactive date span for the same disability type as in Omnicaid  we would first delete any spans in Omnicaid that begin on or after the incoming effective dates of the incoming span. The system will not void spans (these spans can be voided online through the Omnicaid screen). If an existing span overlaps with the incoming span, the existing span will be updated to match the incoming span’s begin and end dates if the existing span was last updated by the initial data conversion – otherwise the existing span will be updated according to these rules:

· If the incoming span does not overlap with an existing span in Omnicaid for the same disability type, we will insert the incoming span into Omnicaid.

· If the begin and end dates of the incoming span are fully contained within the existing overlapping span - no action is required 

· If the incoming span’s begin date is less than the existing span, the existing span’s begin date will be updated to the incoming span’s begin date

· If the incoming span’s end date is greater than the existing span’s end date, the existing span’s end date will be updated to the incoming span’s end date.

	Description:

The daily file from CareLink NM is used to update the Client Health Home and Care Coordination tables.  There are several distinct sections or types of data in the input file:   demographic data to identify the client, data to update the Health Home table.  Each of these sections of data used to update Omnicaid are subject to their own sets of validation edits, and data that in invalid in one section will not cause valid data to be ignored in another section.  For example, a client’s LTC span data may be updated even if the Care Coordination dates are rejected as being invalid.  

In general, the input record data will take precedence over what is on Omnicaid. The date overlap logic for the Health Home and Care Coordination tables  needs to take into consideration the fact that the incoming date span can possibly overlap zero to many existing spans on the existing date span table.  The overall goal is to apply all the incoming span to the Omnicaid table.  At a high level, the program looks at the incoming span and overlays any existing span data with overlapping date periods.  If the incoming span does not overlap any existing span, then the incoming span is simply added to Omnicaid. If the existing span overlaps the incoming span, but the begin date of the existing span is earlier than the incoming span, then it terminates the existing span one day prior to the incoming span.  If the incoming begin date matches an existing begin date, then it simply replaces the existing span with the incoming span.  If the existing span is open-ended, and the incoming span is not, it does not keep the ongoing portion of the existing span.  The assumption is that CareLink NM is terminating the open span.  If they want to keep an ongoing span they need to submit an ongoing span.   Existing spans will be voided in order to maintain a history of the span activity.  

Since the incoming span could overlap multiple existing spans, the process will be iterative.  See the  Exhibits for further details on the date span processing CareLink NM to HSD Care Coordination / Health Home Span Date Overlap Logic.

CMS refers to this interface as the TBQ exchange.  There is no constant set of criteria that is used to choose clients to send to CMS, the State will need to identify the clients and supply us with a list.  Job NMBR7030 accepts the State file as input and creates the TBQ inquiry records in the format required by CMS.  It also verifies the data in the State file as part of the process.  It then FTPs the inquiry file to the State, which then sends the file to CMS.  The reason the State is involved in the transmittal process is because CMS requires that the TBQ transmittal process be the same as the MMA transmittal process, and the State actually communicates with CMS for the MMA file.

	Description:

The Affordable Care Act requires that all nonexempt individuals either have minimum essential coverage (MEC), or pay the individual shared responsibility payment.  To enable Medicaid clients to meet this requirement, beginning with tax year 2015, State Medicaid agencies are required to report MEC for all its non-exempt individuals on a 1095-B form documenting months of coverage for the prior tax year and provide to the IRS an electronic file 1095-B documenting all the individuals for whom a 1095-B form was created.  

This extract supports both the 1095-B print vendor interface, and the IRS 1095-B file transmission process maintained by the web portal.

	Remarks:
This interface will run annually to create the 1095-B form history for the prior tax year and generate the 1095-B print vendor extract to the selected print vendors.  It will also run quarterly to create corrections to the 1095-B form history for the prior tax year and generate the 1095-B print vendor extracts for those corrections.  Finally, it will run daily or weekly to transmit on demand reprint extracts resulting from reprint requests entered online into Omnicaid, and also to create corrections to the 1095-B form history resulting from correction requests entered online into Omnicaid, and generate the 1095-B print vendor extracts for those corrections. 

Important Design Considerations

· Responsible Individuals and Covered Individuals 

The IRS 1095-B form contains a ‘Responsible Individual’ with one to many ‘Covered Individuals’.  (See the IRS 1095 tax form exhibit in the exhibit section of the client system documentation for details about the form along with a sample form, or see https://www.irs.gov/pub/irs-pdf/f1095b.pdf).  In order to determine the Responsible Individual, the system uses a combination of the head of household name on the client detail table along with the address, chosen by the standard address hierarchy. It  groups clients as Covered Individuals under the same Responsible Individual if there are multiple clients with the same head of household name and address.  A Responsible Individual need not be in Medicaid, but all Covered Individuals are in Medicaid with MEC for the designated tax year.  A Covered Individual can be a Responsible Individual, and a Covered Individual with no head of household information in Omnicaid will be listed as the Responsible Individual on the form as well as the Covered Individual. 

· Minimal Essential Coverage (MEC)

The system checks the client’s COE spans for coverage in the affected tax year.  COEs 029, 041, 042, 044, 045, 050, 054 and 085, and any COE spans with Fed Match of 2 are excluded from 1095-B eligibility checking.  The client is considered to have MEC for a given month if there is an eligible COE covering any portion of that month.

· Automated Corrections

Automated corrections are only created for the prior tax year.  Correction forms are not generated for earlier tax years.

Corrections are generated for SSN changes and MEC additions only.  Head of household changes and address changes are not considered to be corrections for 1095-B processing, with an exception for the 2015 tax year.  The print form for the vendor will be generated in early March, 2016, and the print vendors will immediately start printing and mailing the forms in order to have them mailed out by the IRS print form deadline of 3/31/16.  Due to time constraints, the web process that will transmit the IRS file will not be ready at that time.  The IRS has extended that deadline to 6/30/16.  Since the IRS file is not being produced at the same time as the print file, the system will be generating the IRS file from current data, which could be different from what was generated for the print forms.  If there are differences, a correction print form will be produced and mailed to the recipient, so that they have a form that is in sync with the IRS data, including any address changes.

MEC coverage that is deleted retroactively is not reported as a correction.  If a client gains and loses some months of MEC retroactively, the correction form shows the months of coverage originally reported, plus any months that were added.  It does not remove coverage months that were originally reported.  For example, if the 1095-B form generated in the annual process shows the client had MEC for January, February, and March, and then the client retroactively loses eligibility for those months, but gains it for December, the correction form will show MEC for January, February, March, and December.

Clients who are added with retroactive coverage back to the prior tax year, and who did not have a form generated for that tax year during the annual process, will have an original form generated for that tax year in the correction process.

· Print Vendors

The annual 1095-B form extracts for tax year 2015 are being split between two print vendors – Automated Election Systems, which current prints the Medicaid swipe cards, and Postal Pros, which current prints Managed Care letters.   

Note that the State decided not to suppress the printing of the social security number on the 1095-B forms.

The letter vendor will handle the formatting and mailing of the 1095-B forms from the print vendor extract and will include cover letters in the mailing in both English and Spanish.  The cover letters are generic and will not be included in the data extract file sent to the print vendor. See the client 1095-B cover letter exhibit in the client system documentation for details.
A Note about the interface grid that follows these remarks:

This interface is different from most of the other client interfaces in that the 1095-B related data is pulled from the Omnicaid client database and loaded into an Omnicaid client 1095-B form coverage history table.  The data in this table is then used as input by a separate batch process to generate print vendor extracts, and is also used by the web portal process that generates the 1095-B file sent to the IRS.  Therefore, we are displaying two interface grids, one that shows the source Omnicaid tables that populate the 1095-B form coverage history table, and another that shows the 1095-B form coverage history table as the source data that populates the print vendor extract record.  Finally, see the client 1095-B print vendor exhibit in the client system documentation for a crosswalk that documents how the print vendor is populating the 1095-B tax form fields from the Omnicaid 1095-B print vendor record.
