EPSDT Subsystem Narrative

21.1.1
Subsystem Overview

The New Mexico OmniCaid MMIS EPSDT Subsystem maintains screening, diagnosis, treatment, and referral information about all EPSDT clients and facilitates client participation in the EPSDT program. The EPSDT program is available to all Medicaid eligible clients under the age of twenty-one.  The overall goal of the EPSDT program is the prevention of illness and complications; prevention of the need for long-term treatment by screening; and the detection and treatment of children’s health problems in the early stages.

The EPSDT subsystem provides a series of reports, and inquiry windows to support the state management and administrative functions related to the EPSDT program. The EPSDT subsystem also meets Federal EPSDT requirements. 

The EPSDT subsystem performs a variety of special processing functions related to EPSDT. The Client, Provider, Claims Processing, and General subsystems maintain and provide the data that is used by the EPSDT subsystem to produce reports and track screening, diagnosis, treatment, and referral services received. The data provided by these other subsystems includes client categories of eligibility, provider category of service, specific claim procedure and diagnosis codes, and screening, treatment and referral services provided.

The EPSDT subsystem identifies client participation status in the EPSDT program, identifies and tracks EPSDT services, and generates notices to eligible clients. The EPSDT subsystem fully supports the State’s goals of providing appropriate and continuing screening services to eligible children, and it prevents costly health problems by encouraging regular health care.

EPSDT client information is accessed through the New Mexico OmniCaid MMIS Client subsystem. EPSDT claim and screening, diagnosis, treatment, and referral information are accessed through the Claims Processing subsystem. The Claims Processing subsystem has a “GO TO” function that allows the user to click on Claims Inquiry to view claims information using the TCN displayed on the EPSDT Detail Screening Data window.  The Client Processing subsystem has a “GO TO “ function that allows the user to click on Client Detail to view client information using the client id displayed on the EPSDT Detail Screening Data window.  The Reference Processing subsystem has a “GO TO “ function that allows the user to click on Reference Procedure to view reference information using the Procedure code displayed on the EPSDT Detail Screening Data window.
The EPSDT subsystem automatically generates newly eligible, periodic, dental, and blood lead EPSDT notifications to parents or guardians based on the child’s client eligibility information and on the state-defined, copybook controlled, periodicity schedule.
Providers submit EPSDT screening claims for services related to medical screenings on either a CMS1500 (CMS-1500) or UB-04/UB04 form for paper claims, or in the 837P or 837I format for electronic claims. The forms accommodate normal and treatment diagnosis code information. This screening also includes separate billing of Hearing and Vision procedure codes.  Dental screenings are submitted on a dental claim form for paper claims and in the 837D format for electronic claims.

Dental, hearing and vision screenings are not necessarily dependent on a full medical screening. The EPSDT program allows dental screenings twice a year after age 3 and hearing and vision screenings once annually. Normally hearing and vision screenings are part of the EPSDT complete medical screen. 

The EPSDT program provides medical screenings based on the American Academy of Pediatrics Periodicity Schedule. This Periodicity Schedule does allow for an EPSDT screening once every two years after the client turns six years of age. Any hearing and vision screenings done between medical screens should be billed using separate “inter-periodic” hearing and “inter-periodic” vision procedure codes. 

The EPSDT subsystem maintains EPSDT screening results collected from the Claims History database.   EPSDT reports meet federal reporting requirements for the CMS-416 report. Online Client subsystem inquiry and EPSDT subsystem inquiry provide immediate, client-specific EPSDT information. 

The EPSDT subsystem provides information and processing to support the administration of the EPSDT program. The New Mexico OmniCaid MMIS provides immediate access to information on EPSDT clients and claims through online inquiry. These capabilities enhance the control and operation of the EPSDT program and allow information gathering to support research and program development.

21.1.2. EPSDT Subsystem Inputs

The New Mexico OmniCaid MMIS EPSDT Subsystem includes four general types of input:  notification data, periodicity copybook data, provider screening visit and results data, and data from other New Mexico OmniCaid MMIS subsystems that is detailed, analyzed, or summarized by the EPSDT subsystem. Each input is described separately in the following paragraphs.

21.1.2.1.
Notification Data

When the system generates EPSDT notices, it updates the client-specific notification data elements.  This update provides the ability to track the type and date of the EPSDT screening notice.  EPSDT notification letters are generated when: 

· A client is newly eligible for EPSDT screening services

· The client is due an EPSDT medical or dental screening based on the periodicity schedule

· The client turns 12 or 24 months of age and is due for a blood lead screen

Notices are distributed in English and in Spanish.   

To ensure compliance with the HIPAA Privacy rule, all notifications containing Protected Health Information (PHI) will provide only the amount of information necessary to accomplish the purpose of the notice. 

21.1.2.2.
Periodicity Copybook Data

EPSDT Periodicity Copybook data are maintained as a specified number of months in relation to the client’s birthday for screening types.  Screening types are:

· Medical

· Dental

· Lead

These parameters are maintained within the Copybook WVEPSDTC.  .  This information supports the creation of the periodic letters to EPSDT clients.  

The EPSDT Subsystem can automatically generate newly eligible, unborn infant, periodic, annual, dental, blood lead, and immunization EPSDT notifications to parents or guardians based on the client's eligibility information and on the periodicity schedule.  

21.1.2.3.
Data From Other OmniCaid Subsystems

Several other New Mexico OmniCaid MMIS subsystems supply specific types of information to the EPSDT Subsystem as follows:

· The Client Subsystem supplies client demographic and eligibility data such as the name of a parent, guardian, or other responsible party; the client name; the client address and phone number; the client date of birth; the county in which a client resides; the client case number; and the categories of eligibility under which a client is eligible for Medicaid.

· The Claims Processing Subsystem supplies claims and visit data necessary for determining that an EPSDT screening took place and for capturing information necessary to meet the CMS 416 Federal reporting requirements.   CMS 416 data is tabulated by EPSDT visits, not by paid claims.

· Reference subsystem supplies descriptive procedure and diagnosis information needed for paying providers that perform EPSDT screening services

21.1.3
EPSDT Subsystem Outputs

Most outputs of the EPSDT Subsystem are generated in the batch environment.  EPSDT Subsystem outputs are divided into:

· Client EPSDT detail window

· Automatic letter production

· Scheduled reporting.

The discussion below describes each of these outputs.

21.1.3.1.
Client EPSDT Detail Window

Client EPSDT inquiry data will only be displayed for the client selected using the EPSDT subsystem selection window.  

· The system updates the Screening Notification data at the same time a notification letter is generated for an eligible client.  

21.1.3.2.
Automatic Letter Production
Four different types of EPSDT notices are generated by the Omnicaid EPSDT Subsystem and sent to the parent, guardian, or other responsible party of each eligible client.  The four types of letters are Newly Eligible, Periodic, Dental, and Blood Lead Screen. 

Newly Eligible form letters are generated for newly eligible and reinstated clients for an initial EPSDT screening.  Periodic EPSDT letters are generated based on the State’s Periodicity Schedule.  Dental letters are generated every six months after the eligible client turns three years of age.  Blood Lead Screening letters are generated when the eligible client turns 12 months and 24 months of age.  

Form letters are distributed in English with Spanish on the back of the letter.  The Immunization reminder is available in both English and Spanish.

To ensure compliance with the HIPAA Privacy rule, all notifications containing Protected Health Information (PHI) will provide only the amount of information necessary to accomplish the purpose of the notice. 

A full initial screening has the following components:

· Medical history

· Physical exam

· Vision screening

· Hearing screening

· Dental screening

· Immunizations as scheduled

· Lab tests

· Measurements (Height, Weight, Body Mass Index, Head Circumference, and Blood Pressure)

· Developmental/Behavioral Assessment

· Anticipatory Guidance

The provider enrolled in the EPSDT program must perform all components that are applicable based on the periodicity schedule and the client’s age.

21.1.3.3.
Scheduled Reporting

The EPSDT subsystem produces monthly, and annual EPSDT reports. The Federal CMS-416 report is produced using the Federal fiscal year. 

EPSDT reporting tracks the results of EPSDT-eligible children’s periodic medical and dental screenings.  

The Claims Processing Subsystem receives and adjudicates actual claims from providers and local EPSDT agencies.  In addition, the EPSDT subsystem supports encounter data from managed care organizations.  Both actual and encounter claims update the EPSDT database. 

The EPSDT subsystem generates an accurate CMS 416.

The following reports are used to assist in administrating EPSDT services:

· EPSDT Newly Eligible Client Roster

· EPSDT Medical Screen Due Client Roster

· EPSDT Medical Screen Past Due Client Roster

· EPSDT Dental Screen Due Client Roster

· EPSDT Blood Lead Screen Due Client Roster
