The Primary Selection Month and Year entered must be at least six months and no more than twelve months prior to the Process Date. Months to be sampled may not be greater than the difference between the Process Date and the Begin Date plus one month. Months for paid claims and months for adjustment should be at least one month greater than the number of months sampled, but the range must not extend past the Process Date.

The universe of eligible cases will be counted, and when equal to the Offset, the first case is selected.  Cases are selected thereafter by the Interval.
